West Australian Christopher Dragon is 
currently the Associate Conductor of the 
Colorado Symphony Orchestra. He was 
appointed from over 200 candidates and 
was immediately extended in the position. 
For three years Christopher previously held 
the position of Assistant Conductor with 
the West Australian Symphony Orchestra, 
which provided him with the mentorship 
by Principal Conductor Asher Fisch.

Christopher regularly returns to Australia 
to work with various orchestras and 
has conducted the West Australian, 
Melbourne and Adelaide Symphony 
Orchestras. At 25, he made his debut 
at the Sydney Opera House conducting 
the Sydney Symphony Orchestra with 
Australian singer/songwriter Josh Pyke. 
The following year it was released on 
CD and won an ARIA. Other progressive 

collaborations include Ben Folds, Dianne 
Reeves, Wynton Marsalis and the Jazz at 
Lincoln Center Orchestra.

Christopher was a member of the 
Symphony Services International 
Conductor Program and has studied 
with numerous distinguished conductors 
including Leonid Grin, Fabio Luisi, Paavo 
Järvi and Neeme Järvi.
